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Need for Waste Management Facilities

Municipal Waste

3.26

From 2005 to 2026, it is estimated that municipal waste arisings will increase from 196 000 tonnes to between 225 000
and 246 000 tonnes per year. If the national and regional waste management targets are to be met, between 167 000
and 185 000 tonnes of this amount (i.e. 75% of arisings) will need to have value recovered from it by 2026, which will
include between 112 000 and 135 000 tonnes being recycled and composted (i.e. 50% of arisings).

The 2005 levels of recycling and composting in Wakefield are around 24% or 40 000 tonnes per year. There is a need
for a step change to achieve targets in the short and longer term with a minimum of 72 000 tonnes per year in new
capacity required. There is no further recovery capacity in Wakefield so at least a further 50 000 tonnes per year capacity
is required to meet recovery targets.

There is also a need to identify further capacity to deal with residual waste material, given the estimated closure and
restoration of the Welbeck landfill site by 2018. The capacity required does decline as recovery increases but still amounts
to around 100 000 tonnes per year in 2010, declining to around 60 000 tonnes per year to 2026.

Commercial and Industrial Waste

3.29

3.31

By 2026, it is estimated that 412 000 tonnes per year of commercial and industrial waste will need to be managed, an
increase of some 20 000 tonnes compared to arisings in 2005. If national and regional waste management targets are
to be met, 276 000 tonnes per year (i.e. 67%) will need to have value recovered from it by 2026.

Existing commercial and industrial waste recovery capacity in Wakefield is estimated to be 200 000 tonnes per year
based on waste handled at sites in 2005, so at least a further 76 000 tonnes per year capacity is required to meet recovery
targets.

In addition, the National Waste Strategy sets a target to landfill 33% of commercial and industrial waste, which by 2026
will equate to 136 000 tonnes per year.

Construction, Demolition and Excavation Waste

3.32

In 2026, Wakefield will need to manage an estimated 808 388 tonnes of construction, demolition and excavation waste
arisings. Given the national and regional commitment to maximising the recycling of construction, demolition and
excavation waste, preferably on-site, capacity will be required for the management of this waste type. In line with
government policy, the waste document encourages the on-site recycling and re-use of construction, demolition and
excavation waste as part of development projects. However, it may be necessary to consider locating temporary or more
permanent facilities at appropriate sites.

Hazardous Waste

3.33

3.34

Data indicates that while deposits of hazardous waste in West Yorkshire broadly equate to arisings, Wakefield manages
much more hazardous waste than it produces, i.e. in 2004 it produced 14% of the sub-region’s total but managed around
33%. In 2004/05 major changes were made to the regulatory regime governing hazardous waste. This has created
some uncertainty within the waste management industry, but as recognised in the Regional Spatial Strategy, the changes
mean that there will be significantly more ‘hazardous waste’ requiring management. This means that the existing range
of facilities dealing with hazardous waste need to change to provide more treatment and less landfill as set out in
policy ENV13 of the Regional Spatial Strategy.

Hazardous waste arisings in Wakefield are predicted to be just under 60 000 tonnes per year by 2026, which is less than
the deposits made in 2004 (just over 100 000 tonnes). More recent Environment Agency data seems to indicate hazardous
waste arisings may be less than predicted, although it is recognised that hazardous waste data is more volatile than for
other types of waste such as for municipal and commercial and industrial wastes. No further waste capacity for the
management of hazardous waste in the district is allocated in the waste document.

——
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Agricultural Waste

3.35 In view of the fact that the majority of this waste type will be managed on-site and any smaller quantities of waste will
form part of the commercial and industrial types of waste, no dedicated facilities for managing agricultural waste are
provided for. To facilitate the management of agricultural waste, where appropriate, on-site facilities should be provided
through the re-use of redundant farm buildings and associated land.

Residual Waste Treatment

3.36 Residual waste is that left over after materials have been re-used, recycled, composted and recovered. Currently, this
residual waste is sent to landfill sites. There will be a continued requirement for landfill but a proportion of the predicted
residual waste remaining after targets are met may be processed through new waste recovery facilities.

3.37 However, even if current landfill capacity in the district is likely to last longer as a result of the greater emphasis on re-use,
recycling, and recovery, additional landfill capacity will be required to deal with residual waste. The need for additional
landfill capacity (particularly in West Yorkshire before 2020) is recognised in policy ENV13 of the Regional Spatial Strategy.

3.38 Formunicipal waste, the Regional Spatial Strategy identifies that, by 2021, maximum landfill capacity required in Wakefield
will be 56 000 tonnes per year, whilst the maximum capacity for West Yorkshire will be 336 000 tonnes per year, of which
Leeds will require 106 000 tonnes per year. The same maximum capacity will also be required in 2026.

3.39 For commercial and industrial waste, the Regional Spatial Strategy identifies that, by 2021, maximum landfill capacity
required in Wakefield will be 134 000 tonnes per year, which will increase to 136 000 tonnes per year in 2026.

3.40 Therefore, additional landfill capacity for at least 192 000 tonnes per year is required by 2026. Additional capacity is
identified at existing sites.

3.41 As noted above, the landfill requirements may be reduced if more waste can be directed towards new recovery facilities.
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Summary of Waste Management Requirements

3.42 Table 6 below provides a summary of typical facilities, capacities and site areas required, whilst acknowledging that the
solution for municipal waste is mechanical biological treatment.

3.43 The typical land requirements should not be regarded as cumulative but instead will depend on the mix of facilities that
are provided.

3.44 The municipal waste management requirements will be greater should our own forecasts for this type of waste be
accurate. The facilities at South Kirkby will, however, be adequate to deal with this higher forecast. In terms of commercial
and industrial waste and in seeking to provide sufficient flexibility within the waste document, there is a need for two
strategic sites within the district to deal with the recovery requirement but also potentially a proportion of the residual
requirement.

3.45 The policies in sections 4, 5 and 6 set out the approach to waste management; identify waste sites, which are shown on
maps in Appendix A and B; and provide criteria for assessing planning applications for waste management facilities. The
maps show the location of waste sites, as well as waste sites with the Unitary Development Plan First Alteration saved
policies and the Strategic Flood Risk Assessment flood zones.

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Strategic Approach to Waste Management
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4 Strategic Approach to Waste Management
Key Waste Issues for Wakefield
41  The key issues facing Wakefield in terms of waste management can be summarised as follows:

e  need for a strategic waste management facility for municipal waste to be supported by a network of local municipal
waste management facilities;

e  need for capacity to enable the recovery of commercial and industrial waste including the identification of suitable
locations; and

e need for additional landfill capacity for the management of residual wastes and where this capacity should be
provided.

Strategic Approach to Waste Management

4.2  Policy CS15 of the Core Strategy sets out our overall strategic approach for the sustainable management of waste within
the district by working together with relevant agencies, regional bodies, other local authorities, waste industry and
community groups. The policy states that waste will be managed in accordance with the waste hierarchy and sets out
the general principles to be used to identify sites for waste management facilities to deal with all forms of waste arisings
within the district.

——
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Strategic Approach to Waste Management

In accordance with the Core Strategy and seeking to be as self-sufficient as possible in managing all waste arising in the
district, waste management facilities will be provided to meet identified needs, including the following additional capacity:

a strategic municipal waste management facility to meet recovery targets;

a network of local waste management facilities for municipal waste;

sites for managing commercial and industrial waste to meet recovery targets; and
existing landfill sites.

Subject to there being no significant adverse effects, priority will also be given to developments which seek the co-location
of more than one type of waste management use.

Policy Justification

4.3  The strategic approach for waste management in Wakefield is to be as self-sufficient as possible in managing all waste
arisings in the district, recognising that there will inevitably be some movement of waste to and from the district. There
is need to provide additional waste management facilities, for the management of municipal waste, commercial and
industrial waste, and construction, demolition and excavation waste to meet recycling and recovery targets. This will be
achieved through allocating strategic waste management sites, which will be supported by a network of smaller facilities
where required.

Delivery and Implementation

4.4  The spatial strategy for waste management in the region is being implemented by the Council, the Yorkshire and Humber
Assembly and the waste industry. The Council has two roles, firstly as waste authority through investment in waste
management facilities and secondly as waste planning authority through determining planning applications. Information
on the number of new facilities permitted will be monitored from planning application records. Annual reports will record
progress in implementing the municipal waste management strategy and achieving targets. The policies in this document
will allocate land for specific waste management purposes and be used for determining planning application for waste
facilities.
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4.5  The development of waste management facilities will need to be delivered through in the involvement of various agencies
including the Council, the waste industry notably waste operators, the Yorkshire and Humber Assembly, and local
organisations such as Yorkshire Forward, in particular REY (Resource Efficiency Yorkshire).

4.6  Atthe regional level the Regional Technical Advisory Body advises on waste planning issues and offers technical advice
on the implementation and review of Regional Spatial Strategy policies. This body also collects and provides annual
waste and waste facility monitoring data.

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5 Sites for Waste Management

Municipal Waste

Strategic Municipal Waste Management Facility

Strategic Municipal Waste Management Facility

In accordance with the Core Strategy a strategic waste management facility for municipal waste will be developed at:
a.  South Kirkby Business Park (part), South Kirkby (map reference WS M1).

Other development within / adjacent to this site will not be permitted if it would prevent or restrict the extent to which it may
be used for waste management purposes.

Policy Justification

5.1 Through the municipal waste management strategy and the procurement process for municipal waste, a strategic municipal
waste management facility using mechanical biological treatment technology at the South Kirkby Business Park will be
developed. An application for this facility was submitted in June 2008 and granted planning permission in November 2008.
The expected lifespan of the South Kirkby facility will extend beyond the plan period of the waste document.

Delivery and Implementation

5.2  The development of the strategic municipal waste management facility at South Kirkby forms part of the delivery of the
municipal waste management strategy. It will be delivered through joint working between the Council, as the landowner,
and the municipal waste contractor VT Environmental Engineering who will be responsible for the construction of the
newly permitted waste management facilities. The project is funded by the Council with support from central government
through the secured private finance initiative credit support. A further key delivery agency will be the Environment Agency
as the environmental regulator.

Municipal Waste — Recycling

Household Waste Recycling Facilities

In accordance with the Core Strategy household waste recycling facilities / waste transfer stations will be developed at
the following locations:

South Kirkby Business Park (part), South Kirkby (map reference WS M1);
Denby Dale Road, Wakefield (map reference WS M2);

Flass Lane, Glasshoughton (map reference WS M3); and

Welbeck landfill site (part), Normanton (map reference WS M4).

Other development within / adjacent to these sites will not be permitted if it would prevent or restrict the extent to which
they may be used for waste management purposes.
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Policy Justification

5.3  We have identified four sites for the development of new or modernised household waste recycling centres, which will
provide a supporting network for the strategic municipal waste management facility at the South Kirkby Business Park.
These four sites are:

e  Denby Dale Road: redevelopment of the existing household waste recycling centre and waste transfer station,
which on completion will replace the existing facility at the site and the facility at Ossett;

e South Kirkby: development of a new household waste recycling centre, as part of the strategic municipal waste
management site, to replace the existing South Kirkby and Fitzwilliam facilities;

e  Glasshoughton: development of a new household waste recycling centre to replace the existing facilities at
Ferrybridge and Castleford; and

e Welbeck: modernisation of the existing Welbeck facility.

5.4  Interms of the Denby Dale Road site, due consideration needs to be given to the site’s proximity to the River Calder and
its location within a flood risk zone as identified by the Environment Agency. As an existing household waste recycling
centre and waste transfer station the site has a established waste management use. Information relating to the site
selection process is set out in the Site Selection Document which has given due consideration to flood risk and the
sequential test. Being previously developed land and located within an established industrial estate, it is unlikely to be
considered as a valuable soil resource. Development at the Glasshoughton site needs to give due consideration to the
likely loss of recreational open space and its location in a green corridor.

Delivery and Implementation

5.5  The development of new or modernised household waste recycling centres also forms part of the delivery of the municipal
waste management strategy. Successful delivery of these facilities involves partnership working between the landowner
(for those sites that are not owned by the Council), the Council and the municipal waste contractor VT Environmental
Engineering and is being funded by the Council with support from central government through the secured private finance
initiative credit support.

Commercial and Industrial Waste

Commercial and Industrial Waste Recovery Facilities

In accordance with the Core Strategy provision is made for the development of commercial and industrial waste recycling,
composting and recovery facilities at the following locations:

a.  South Kirkby Business Park (part), South Kirkby (map reference WS M1); and
b.  Welbeck landfill site (part), Normanton (map reference WS C18).

Other development within / adjacent to these sites will not be permitted if it would prevent or restrict the extent to which
they may be used for waste management purposes.

Policy Justification

5.6 It has been indicated that given the potential shortfall in both recovery and residual disposal capacity, and considering
the need for flexibility in the waste document, two strategic sites are likely to be required for this waste type over the
period to 2026. These sites have been identified as potentially suitable through a site selection methodology, whilst
availability and suitability have been established through subsequent liaisons and discussions with the appropriate
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landowners. In accordance with national, regional and local planning policy, the identified sites will facilitate the co-location
of recovery capacity at or within existing waste management facilities, thereby being able to benefit from established
infrastructure associated with each site.

5.7 Itis recognised that the Welbeck site is located within an area designated as Green Belt, and as such any development
at the site will need to demonstrate very special circumstances associated with managing waste and impact on the
openness of the Green Belt. No facilities will be permitted to be built on elevated land immediately to the east of the
River Calder, or to the south of St John’s Flank adjacent to the Wakefield / Normanton railway line. Through the site
allocation process, no potentially suitable and available alternative sites outside the Green Belt have been identified. In
addition, due consideration will need to be given to the nearby scheduled monument — Knights Templar Preceptory at
Newland — and its setting.

5.8  The following waste management activities could be developed:

e South Kirkby Business Park — Commercial and industrial waste management capacity including recycling and
recovery using mechanical biological treatment technologies; and

e Welbeck, Normanton — Strategic commercial and industrial waste management facility including recycling (for
example a material recovery facility), recovery or treatment.

Delivery and Implementation

5.9  The development of these sites will enable meeting the recovery targets for commercial and industrial waste as set out
in the National Waste Strategy. The delivery of appropriate recovery capacity will require joint working between the
Council and waste operators funded through the private sector. An important delivery agency will be the Environment
Agency as the environmental regulator, in particular where planning permission has not yet been granted.

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Policies
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6 Policies
Policies

6.1 The policies set out below will apply to all types of waste development in Wakefield and reflect the commitment to
sustainable waste management and the need to meet strategic objectives in relation to climate change, the environment
and public amenity. They supplement and should be read in conjunction with the Core Strategy and Development Policies
documents. They do not replace any of the Unitary Development Plan First Alteration policies as no waste policies have
been ‘saved’.

Managing Waste Development

6.2  Applications for waste related developments will be assessed against all relevant policies at national, regional, and local
level, including relevant parts of the Local Development Framework. However, given the specific nature of waste
developments, which are very distinct from other forms of development, the policies set out in this document will be of
particular significance.

Assessing Proposed Waste Development

Location of Other Waste Management Facilities

Proposals for the development of other waste management facilities will be permitted, where:

a. it can be demonstrated that they serve an identified need which cannot be met by existing, or where appropriate
allocated facilities; and

b.  proposals are in accordance with the spatial development strategy and settlement hierarchy set out in the Core
Strategy.

Where development is justified, first priority will be given to the use of land within existing employment sites and zones;
then other previously developed land in urban areas; and then other previously developed land before greenfield land.

Policy Justification

6.3  Although waste management sites are identified in the document, this does not preclude the potential for other waste
management sites to come forward during the plan period. In accordance with Planning Policy Statement 10, policy W5
provides a positive policy framework to facilitate the potential development of waste management facilities on non-allocated
sites.

Delivery and Implementation

6.4  This policy will be implemented through the determination of planning applications and will be reported through the Annual
Monitoring Report. The Council will proactively manage development, adopting a flexible approach to meeting waste
objectives, and work with waste operators to facilitate the development of new waste facilities where it complies with the
policies of this document.

—
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Assessing Applications for Waste Management Facilities

Proposals for waste management facilities will be permitted where it can be demonstrated that:

a.  there would be no unacceptable adverse environmental, social or economic effects, particularly in relation to urban
regeneration, economic development, environmental improvement, and growth priorities;

b.  thereis no unacceptable adverse effect on surface or groundwater. In the floodplain, proposals should not adversely
affect groundwater levels or water quality, impede flood flows, reduce capacity of flood storage or existing flood
defence structures;

c.  adequate means of controlling noise, dust, litter, odours, vermin and other emissions are incorporated in the scheme,
such that there would be no unacceptable adverse effects on the amenity of sensitive receptors;

d.  development would be of a scale, form and character appropriate to its location and landscape setting, and not be
visually intrusive in terms of height and size;

e.  thereis a high quality of design, particularly in relation to site layout, external appearance of built structures, screening,
boundary treatment, and landscaping to ensure that the development is well screened and integrated with the
surrounding area and uses;

f.  safe and convenient access to the strategic road, inland waterway or rail networks can be achieved and it can be

demonstrated that the network has adequate capacity to accommodate any additional traffic movements generated

by the proposed development;

adequate space can be provided on site to ensure that vehicles can enter, wait, unload and leave safely;

there is a defined requirement for a facility in the local area and that proposals are in accordance with the waste

hierarchy;

i.  where appropriate, details of progressive restoration to a suitable after-use are provided; and

] where appropriate provision is made to recover energy.

Planning conditions and, where necessary, legal agreements will be used as appropriate to ensure mitigation measures
are put in place to manage any effects associated with traffic, noise, odour, visual impact, flooding, dust, air quality and
other potential effects.

Policy Justification

6.5 Policy W6 will be used to assess all waste proposals, irrespective of their nature or location. The purpose is to assess
the potential benefits of waste proposals, against the potential adverse impacts which could arise from the development
as well as seeking to ensure the right facility is built in the right location at the right time. All developers are encouraged
to engage in pre-application discussions at an early stage with the planning authority, statutory consultees (e.g. the
Environment Agency and the Department of Environment, Food and Rural Affairs) and the public.

Delivery and Implementation

6.6  The key delivery agencies for this policy will be the Council and statutory consultees such as the Environment Agency
and Natural England. The policy will be implemented through proactively managing development and the determination
of planning applications. The policy will be reported through the Annual Monitoring Report.
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Waste Facilities within Development

Waste Facilities within Development

All significant development proposals should make efficient use of resources and integrate waste management facilities.
A waste management plan must be provided with all planning applications, which should consider, where appropriate:

a.
b.

designs and layouts that allow the effective sorting, recycling and where appropriate composting of waste;

the need to ensure that development can be served by appropriate waste collection methods to support recycling
systems;

design principles and construction methods that, where appropriate, encourage the use of high-quality building
materials made from recycled and secondary sources;

construction, demolition and excavation methods using fixed and mobile plant that minimise waste production and
re-use/recycle materials, as far as practicable onsite; and

accommodating community based sorting, recycling and composting facilities within new developments, where
appropriate and feasible.

Policy Justification

6.7

The re-use, recycling and recovery of waste can be encouraged by ensuring that there are suitable facilities available
within all types of developments to store different types of materials (e.g. glass, paper, plastics, etc). In particular, planning
applications for significant or large-scale development are expected to integrate or incorporate waste management
facilities to minimise, re-use and recycle waste. Where appropriate, due regard will be given to the Site Waste Management
Plan Regulations 2008.

Delivery and Implementation

6.8  The key delivery agencies for this policy will be the Council and statutory consultees such as the Environment Agency
and Natural England. The policy will be implemented through proactively managing development and the determination
of planning applications. The policy will be reported through the Annual Monitoring Report.

Other Types of Waste

Construction, Demolition and Excavation Waste

6.9

Construction, demolition and excavation waste is the largest single type of waste, accounting for around half of all waste
arisings in Wakefield. The on-site re-use and recycling of construction, demolition and excavation waste will be encouraged
wherever possible, in accordance with government policy. No specific sites have been identified for the management
of construction, demolition and excavation waste in the district and criteria against which proposals may be considered
are set out in policies W5 and W6, as well as those in the Core Strategy and other relevant Local Development Framework
documents.

Hazardous Waste

6.10

The management of hazardous waste is considered most appropriately planned for at a strategic or sub-regional level.
The provision of facilities for dealing with hazardous waste is generally market lead and dealt with by large-scale specialist
facilities to deal with specific types of waste. This makes it difficult to plan for. No specific sites have been identified for
the management of hazardous waste in the district and criteria against which proposals may be considered are contained
within the policies W5 and W6, as well as those in the Core Strategy and other relevant Local Development Framework

—
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documents. We will continue to work with neighbouring authorities and the regional assembly to provide sufficient capacity
to manage hazardous waste at a strategic and/or sub-regional level to meet the requirements set out in the Regional
Spatial Strategy.

Agricultural Waste

6.11  Agricultural waste should be managed on-site, wherever possible, and any smaller quantities of waste which cannot be
managed on-site will form part of the commercial and industrial waste type. To facilitate the management of agricultural
waste, where appropriate, on-site facilities should be provided through the re-use of redundant farm buildings and
associated land. No specific sites have been identified for the management of agricultural waste in the district and criteria
against which proposals will be considered are set in policies W5 and W6, as well as those in the Core Strategy and
other relevant Local Development Framework documents.

Residual Waste

Managing Residual Waste

To meet capacity needs priority will be given to the development of facilities to manage / dispose of residual waste at
existing waste management sites within the district.

In accordance with the Core Strategy landfill capacity will be safequarded as a means of final disposal of residual waste
at:

a.  Welbeck landfill site, Normanton (map reference WS R1).

Other development within / adjacent to this site will not be permitted if it would prevent or restrict the extent to which it may
be used for waste management purposes.

Policy Justification

6.12 Although the focus of the waste document is on the re-use, recycling, composting, and the recovery of value from waste,
there will always be a need for some residual waste management capacity, i.e. that part of the waste stream that cannot
otherwise be re-used, recycled, composted or recovered. Historically, residual waste in Wakefield has been disposed
of in landfill sites, most notably Welbeck. In meeting the need for continued (albeit reduced) landfill capacity, this should
be met at Welbeck and as such no further capacity has to be provided up to 2026. The existing landfill site at Welbeck
will be safeguarded for continued landfill use. Due consideration will need to be given to the site’s proximity to the River
Calder Aire and Calder canal, as well as to ensure there are no unacceptable adverse effects on the nearby scheduled
monument and its setting (Knights Templar Preceptory at Newland) and the adjacent Southern Washlands Nature
Reserve.

6.13 In managing residual wastes, the use of advanced treatment technologies will also be encouraged. With the exception
of those sites identified in policies W2 and W4, no further sites are allocated, however, applications for residual waste
management facilities will be considered against policies W5 and W6 as well as those in the Core Strategy and other
relevant Local Development Framework documents. Wherever possible, co-location of such facilities with other waste
management uses will be encouraged.

Delivery and Implementation

6.14 In seeking to provide sufficient landfill capacity to dispose of residual wastes, the Council will need to work with the
landowner and waste operator at the Welbeck site, the Waste Recycling Group Ltd, to ensure the existing capacity at
the site is secured beyond 2018 when the existing permission for the landfill expires. Other key delivery agencies will
include the Environment Agency as the regulator.

Review and monitoring are key aspects of the planning system with emphasis on delivering sustainable development
and sustainable communities. They are crucial to the successful delivery of the vision and objectives set out in the waste
document as well as the spatial vision and objectives set out in the Core Strategy. Monitoring and reviewing policies set
out in the Local Development Framework documents will indicate:

e  whatimpact the policies are having in respect of national, regional and local policy targets and other specific targets
set out in the Local Development Framework;

e  whether policies need adjusting or replacing because they are not working as intended; or

e whether they need to be changed in light of changes to national or regional policy.

In accordance with the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, we produce an Annual Monitoring Report. In this
document we examine whether the timescales of the Local Development Scheme are being met and the extent to which
policies are being achieved and targets met. The Annual Monitoring Report is the main mechanism for assessing the
Local Development Framework’s performance and effect. As well as linking with spatial objectives and policies, indicators
in the Annual Monitoring Report also link to sustainability appraisal objectives in order to identify the significant effects
of implementing the policies. If, as a result of monitoring, areas are identified where a policy is not working, or key policy
targets are not being met, this may give rise to a review of the waste document or other parts of the Local Development
Framework.

Table 7 sets out the indicators, targets, main bodies involved in delivering each policy and a broad indication of how the
policy will be implemented. Further details of the types of indicator and sources of information are included in the Annual
Monitoring Report.

The indicators have been developed in accordance with national guidance on monitoring M Where possible they are

based on national core indicators or links with monitoring work being undertaken for other plans, programmes and
strategies.

The initial indicators and targets set out in this document may be reviewed in order to take into account the development
of more advanced monitoring systems, new sources of information and possible changes in government guidance in
relation to monitoring. The indicators and targets will be reported annually unless otherwise stated, together with any
updates in the Annual Monitoring Report.

A number of indicators depend on an assessment of whether a particular policy has been complied with. This assessment
is carried out when determining planning applications. Development Control data recording systems are being revised
to ensure that the Annual Monitoring Report can identify the success or otherwise of these policies.
