Re: Provider Profile

I’m writing to inform you of an opportunity to work in partnership with schools in the Wakefield District to provide out-of-school and holiday activities. 

All schools in Wakefield offer access to the Extended Services core offer which includes provision of a varied menu of activities for children and young people.  Examples of activities include homework clubs, arts and crafts, dance, sport and leisure, drama and theatre, special interest clubs (e.g. film, science and book clubs), music tuition, foreign languages and volunteering. 
To support access to out-of-school activities, the Government has launched the Extended Services Subsidy.  The Subsidy provides funding to help schools ensure that these activities are accessible to children and young people who would not otherwise be able to afford them.  Wakefield is expecting to receive around £1.1 million to provide the Subsidy scheme from April 2010.

Whilst schools can, and do, provide many high-quality activities, we are keen for schools to work in partnership with providers from the voluntary, community and private sectors, to enable them to offer access to a wider range of activities which will further support and motivate children and young people to achieve their full potential.  
To help promote the use of voluntary, community and private sector providers, we are collecting information about providers who have an interest in working with schools and feel that they can deliver high quality, engaging and appropriate activities to children and young people. This information will be added to our Potential Provider database and shared with schools on a regular basis. It must be noted that the Local Authority gives no guarantee that your organisation will be funded to provide activities. It will be the decision of individual schools as to which activities to fund based on the demand from children and young people.  

We are also hosting a ‘marketplace’ event to provide a networking opportunity for providers and schools.  All providers listed on our database will be invited to attend and have the opportunity to advertise their activities to schools in the Wakefield District.  More information about the Provider Event will be sent in due course to providers on our database.

Please note; this is not a mapping exercise, we are collecting basic information about providers who have an interest in working with schools to provide out-of-school activities.  Also, the Extended Services Subsidy does not cover childcare, therefore any childcare providers who feel they can offer high-quality out-of-school activities should complete the form and clearly identify how these activities differ from those provided as childcare.
